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Zoë Sofoulis is an interdisciplinary researcher whose earlier contributions were in fields of science fiction studies, cyberculture, electronic arts and philosophy of technology. Her more recent work has applied qualitative cultural research in fields where technology and engineering predominate, especially in urban water management. Her projects include studies of household water practices, the user-provider relationship, and how Australian urban water managers relate to cultural and social research (a National Water Commission Fellowship project). Her publications have helped define a cultural and sociotechnical perspective on metropolitan water demand management. Householder water diaries she co-designed have been adapted and used by international researchers. Current concerns include collaborations between positivist and post-positivist knowledge producers, limitations of the model of water users as ‘customers’, and networking with other social researchers.
